Capacity ap-
prox. 6 kg ice cubes per minute. Delivery includes a GN1/3-150 container, volume ap-
prox. 3 kg, to be placed under the crusher.

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4. Use instructions

4.1 Before use

Before operating the appliance ensure that:
. the appliance is provided with a plug

A Other liquids or items may not be present in the hopper or in the crushed ice container, as
they can cause damage to the appliance.

4.2 Use -_—

Push the power switch (1) to position “1”. The signal lamp goes on and the appliance is
ready for use.

If the lamp does not light, check the power supply.

The ice can be crushed into different size granules by regulating and fixing the knob (3)
which islocated on the inside of the front opening.

Check that the crushed ice container is placed inside the appliance.
L oad the ice cubes into the hopper and close the cover.
Press the workingswitch (2) on the front panel until the loaded ice is crushed.
If the appliance does not operate after pressing the switch, check that the hopper cover
and the front panel are well closed and try again. If the appliance still does not operate,

switch off the appliance and call for service.

Press the power switch to position “0” after using.
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4.3 After use

4.3.1 Cleaning

Make sure that the power cable is unplugged from the socket, before you start any clean-
ing operations.

For cleaning operations use appropriate detergents, they guarantee the appliances sterili-
sation, so that the crushed ice is always hygienic.

Clean the ice crusher regularly in order to guarantee optimum hygiene of the crushed ice.
Handle the hub with care, so you don't damage yourself or the appliance. It' srecommend-

ed to use protecting gloves for cleaning operations of the hub, which is accessible by the
upper and the back of the appliance.

4.3.2 Scheduled maintenance

Any service or maintenance operations are to be carried out by technically qualified per-
sons only.
